STATE OF TRB
2006 Midyear Report
(a.k.a. “The Cheat Sheet”)

task forces for their information and use in planning committee activities. It is also hoped
that if you have an upcoming committee meeting, that this “State of TRB” overview will
help to maximize the efficient use of available time during that meeting. Comments are
welcome, and can be addressed to Mark Norman (mnorman(@nas.edu) or any TRB staff
member.

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I. Technical Activities Division Preparing to Meet Challenges Posed by
Funding Cuts

Unless the Congress acts to address the unintended consequences of SAFETEA-LU on
FHWA'’s research budget and programs, FHWA’s level of support will be approximately
$1.1 million per year less than called for in the TRB 2007-2009 triennium budget.

Since the passage of SAFETEA-LU, TRB staff has been identifying cost saving and

revenue enhancement options to mitigate the consequences of such a funding shortfall.

These options have been vetted with members of the TRB Executive Committee, the

Technical Activities Council, and others. As a result, the following objectives have been

adopted to guide the selection of measures to meet these funding challenges:

e Maintain the existing high quality of TRB products and programs

e Sustain the existing broad scope of coverage of TRB products and programs

e Trim services and products in a manner that is cost-effective and understandable

e Continue the existing level of services being provided to TRB Sponsor organizations
to the maximum extent possible

e Provide access to TRB products and programs to non-sponsors at costs that are
reasonable and reflect the current marketplace
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Specific measures to reduce costs and raise revenues have been identified and are
reflected in the revised TRB triennium budget. Implementing these measures and
achieving the above objectives will not be easy. TRB staff and volunteers will have to
weigh continuing demands for expanded products and services against the reality of
reduced resources. Hard work, trade-offs, and sacrifices will be necessary.

Measures that would most directly affect standing committees include:

e Reduce target percent of papers published in the Transportation Research Record
from 30% to 25%

® Request that committee chairs who are in a position to do so to forego requesting
TRB reimbursement for all or a portion of their travel to chair their committee
meeting at the TRB Annual Meeting and midyear meetings. Set caps on travel that is
reimbursed.

e Request that committee chairs schedule future midyear meetings in conjunction with
other committees to reduce the need for TRB staff to travel to multiple destinations

¢ Do not fill planned new and some existing staff positions in Technical Activities
Division

e Request that Group Executive Boards review the scopes, levels of activities,
performance, and potential of committees to determine if any committees should be
dropped, combined, or changed to subcommittees in light of the current financial
situation

e [Initiate limited commercial exhibit for TRB Annual Meeting (beginning in 2008)

With the vast majority of activities of the Technical Activities Division dependent on

core funding, a significant portion of our staff time and effort has been devoted to

preparing to meet the resulting challenges. To date, these preparations have included:

e Reorganizing the Technical Activities Division staff to take maximum advantage of
current staff

¢ Finding alternate ways to accomplish tasks to minimize the need for filling several
currently vacant positions

e Reducing “nonessential” staff travel

e Revising registration fees and budgets for upcoming TRB Annual Meetings and
conferences

e Investigating potential revisions to fees and services being provided to TRB Affiliates

e Working with the leadership of the Council of University Transportation Centers
(CUTC) on potential future packages of fees and services for the academic
community

e Investigating less expensive options to deliver webinar/webcasting services

e Developing an RFP for an outside service to provide web access to Transportation
Research Records papers through paid subscriptions and pay-per-view

TRB staff will provide additional updates and details and answer questions at upcoming
meetings of TRB committees.

Il. Committees’ Input Sought on Update of TRB and Technical Activities
Strategic Plans
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The TRB Executive Committee and its Subcommittee on Planning and Policy Review
(SPPR) have put forth the following working draft TRB mission and goals as a first step
in updating the TRB Strategic Plan:

TRB Mission: Provide Leadership in Transportation Innovation and Progress
through Research

The mission of the Transportation Research Board is to provide leadership in
transportation innovation and progress through research and information exchange,
conducted within a setting that is objective, interdisciplinary, and multimodal.

TRB Goals

1. Anticipate future transportation challenges and provide leadership in promoting
and conducting research and policy analysis to prepare the United States for
meeting those challenges.

2. Conduct and promote knowledge creation and dissemination, especially on
innovative practices and technologies in the transportation sector.

3. Provide timely and informed advice on transportation and transportation-related
issues to decision makers and others who are responsible for the nation’s
multimodal transportation system.

4. Act as an effective and impartial forum for the exchange of knowledge and
information, including transportation and its relationship with social, economic,
environmental, and other issues.

5. Promote collaboration on transportation research, education, and technology
transfer at international, national, regional, state, and local levels; across public
and private sectors; and with transportation providers, customers, and other
stakeholders.

6. Contribute to the professional development of individuals currently working in
transportation, and to the education of individuals who will work in the field in
the future.

7. Conduct and promote communications efforts to enhance the awareness of
transportation research and its contributions to innovation and progress in
transportation.

8. Contribute to the public’s understanding of transportation and its significance to
the nation.

At this stage, the SPPR would like to solicit input from TRB standing committees on the

following questions:

e What does TRB do best?

e What could TRB do better?

e What else can TRB do to meet your needs?

e What products, services or activities could TRB provide that would be of direct
benefit to constituencies in your sector or area(s) of interest?

¢ Do you feel that your sector or area of interest is adequately represented and involved
in TRB? If not, what constituencies should TRB reach out to in order to improve
this?
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TRB will survey committee chairs on these questions by the end of July. In the interim,
the SPPR has requested that, if possible, committee chairs set aside some time as part of
any upcoming midyear committee meetings to get feedback on these questions from your
committee members. It is recognized that many committees don’t conduct midyear
meetings, some midyear meetings have already been held, and agendas for many others
have already been developed. However, this is a unique opportunity to give your
members a voice in charting the future of TRB early in the process.

lll. TRB Annual Meeting: Looking Back, Looking Ahead

Looking Back:
The TRB 2006 Annual Meeting set an all time record with approximately 10,300

attendees. Feedback received from the meeting has been almost universally positive,
despite the challenges of working around the reconstruction of the Marriott Hotel.

Looking Ahead:

The spotlight theme for the TRB 2007 Annual Meeting will be “Transportation
Institutions, Finances, and Workforce — Meeting the Needs of the 21* Century”.
Committees are asked to consider this theme as they develop their sessions. This theme
emanates from three of the TRB Critical Issues. The paper submission website opened in
early June. This year’s calls for papers are searchable by major topic area as well as by
committee.

It is expected that the reconstruction of the Marriott Hotel will continue to significantly
affect the meeting in 2007.

The dates for the next TRB Annual Meeting are January 21-25, 2007, and then will revert
back to the earlier timeframe in 2008 (January 13-17). Many attendees at the 2006
meeting expressed a preference for scheduling future meetings later in January. However,
we also heard that this could create problems for universities. In early April, staff
conducted a survey of TRB university representatives on this question. The response
indicated that universities favored the earlier meeting times by a ratio of two to one. The
Technical Activities Council subsequently recommended that future meeting dates be set
consistent with past practice. This will result in approximately two of every three
meetings taking place in the first half of January, and the remainder later in January due
to Presidential inaugurations and Martin Luther King birthday dates.

IV. Technical Activities Council Names 2007 Deen Lecturer

Former TRB Executive Committee Chairman Genevieve Giuliano has been named by the
Technical Activities Council to present the 2007 Thomas B. Deen Distinguished Lecture.
Dr. Giuliano will present her lecture on the evening of Monday, January 22, 2007, in
conjunction with the TRB Annual Meeting. Her written paper will be published in the
TRB Annual Meeting Compendium of Papers and in the Transportation Research
Record.
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V. Young and New Annual Meeting Attendees Volunteer for TRB
Standing Committees

Following a very vibrant and successful Welcoming Session at the TRB Annual Meeting,
TRB conducted its annual survey of new and young meeting attendees. More than 160
individuals responded volunteering to participate in specific committees. Demographics
of respondents included:

e Female: 34%

e Minority: 46%

e Under 30 years of age: 52%

Names, contact information, and background summaries for each volunteer are being
provided to chairs of designated committees for follow-up. Attached is an updated table
showing the demographics of members of TRB standing committees. We are continuing
to make slow but steady progress each year, and the continuing efforts of the committee
chairs have been recognized and are appreciated.

VI. New TRB Standing Committees Approved

At its June 2006 meeting, the Technical Activities Council approved the applications of
five existing task forces to become new TRB standing committees:

e National Parks and Public Lands

Marine Environment

Trucking Industry Research

Ecology and Transportation

Visualization in Transportation

VIl. TRB to Provide Enhanced Guidance for New Committee Members

TRB provides a significant amount of guidance materials for chairs of our standing
committees. However, the same cannot be said for new committee members. This
became clear earlier this year when a member of one of our committees wrote a strong
op-ed piece criticizing government policy affecting the health of his industry and signed
the piece as a representative of the TRB standing committee. The piece was reprinted in
the industry and popular press.

TRB staff is now preparing additional guiding “do’s and don’ts” for committee members.
This information will be included in all welcoming packets sent to new committee
members, and will be made available to existing committee members on an ongoing basis
as well.

VIIl. Efforts Under Way to Make Transportation Research Records
Available on the Web

Steps are being taken to improve access to Transportation Research Record (TRR) papers
by researchers and other interested parties. Beginning last year, authors submitting papers
to TRB were provided temporary access to a searchable database on the TRB website that
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includes more than 6,000 papers that have been published in the TRR since 1996 for
background and referencing. TRB staff is now taking steps to make all or part of the TRR
collection available on the web to all users on a full time basis through subscriptions and
pay-per-view. (TRB sponsors would continue to have full access at no additional cost.) In
March, universities were surveyed to determine what on-line services they already
subscribe to and use most often. TRB is now preparing a request for proposals from
online subscription services. The objectives are to provide a useful service to
transportation researchers, help increase the citation index of the TRR, and generate the
revenue necessary to support these services. It is hoped to have this service available by
the end of 2006.

IX. TRR Publication Board Being Appointed

In June 2005, the TRB Technical Activities Council accepted the recommendations of the
Transportation Research Record (TRR) Peer Review Task Force. One of the primary
recommendations was to appoint a standing group to help maintain the quality of the
TRR and the TRB paper peer review process. At its January 2006 meeting, the Technical
Activities Council approved the establishment of a TRR Publication Board, and in June,
they approved the selection of members.

The actual conduct of the peer review process and the selection of papers to be published
in the TRR are expected to remain the responsibility of the TRB standing committees.

The TRR Publication Board will serve as a standing committee of the Technical
Activities Council, similar to the International Activities Committee. The TRR
Publication Board will provide recommendations and guidance to the Technical
Activities Council and TRB staff on policy and actions intended to maintain and enhance
the quality of the TRR as a peer reviewed journal.

X. “Snapshots” Provide TRB Web Users with Direct Links to Interest
Areas

Following up on requests from the Technical Activities Council and others, TRB has
recently introduced the “TRB Snapshot” webpage. This webpage provides users with the
ability to obtain links to recent TRB and non-TRB items related to major topic interest
areas all in one place. Many of the topic areas match up well to TRB Groups and
Sections. Shown below is the general “TRB Snapshot” page followed by the page for the
“Operations” topic area as of April 2006.

XI.

Common Database for Committee Research Problem Statements

Being Developed

The TRB Transportation Research Information Service (TRIP) and Research in Progress
(RIP) provide databases that consolidate records on completed research and research in
progress, respectively. The missing element for users is a consolidated collection of what
the critical transportation research needs currently are in each area. This would be
especially valuable to university faculty and students and other researchers.

At the same time, TRB standing committees are responsible for maintaining a collection
of research problem statements for the most needed research in their topic area. However,
currently there is not a central place where these can be housed and found. An
opportunity exists to include a research needs database as part of enhancements that are
being made to the RIP web tool during 2006. For this to be successful, standing
committees would subsequently have to enter and maintain their collection of research
problem statements. The Technical Activities Council is therefore asking committee
chairs to work with your TRB staff officer and assign this responsibility to one or more
individuals. TRB staff will provide more details and instructions later in the year as they
become available.
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Xll. TRB Standing Committees Help to Identify Critical Transportation
Information Needs

In support of the Congressionally-mandated Transportation Information Need
Assessment called for in SAFETEA-LU, members and representatives of Transportation
Research Board Committees, programs and projects were invited to suggest unmet or
poorly met transportation information needs during a 6-week period in the winter of
2006. More than suggestions were received, ranging from very specific data elements to
ideas for analyzing, archiving and communicate data and findings from data analyses.

The ad hoc task force developed a framework for organizing, presenting, and
understanding transportation needs identified by this constituency. This was
accomplished by grouping the various needs statements, culling them for redundancy,
and adopting a consensus taxonomy. This framework groups information needs into data
and non-data categories, and further divides them by general type of data and by
geography, separating needs into local or regional and national data elements about
physical or operational aspects of transportation. This structure differs from traditional
information classifications in at least one important way — it does not use separate
information needs by mode. This general approach may serve to unify the community of
transportation professionals concerned about the availability of quality, timely data by
identifying common data types and fostering development of generic data collection,
analysis and management strategies.

Note: Examples of data and information needs shown in italics; these are not all of the
data elements in any category.

From the perspective of data characteristics, information needs emphasized acquiring
missing data, ensuring availability of timely data, and having access to data with
sufficient detail to understand key patterns and support planning and decision making.
There were clear distinctions between national level data needs and local information,
both in terms of the level of detail and the locus of responsibility for data collection and
dissemination. Both travel and infrastructure inventory data needs are characterized by
three attributes:

e How much and where — quantity, type and location

e Facility condition

¢ Quality of service and system performance

Suggestions went beyond data to include analysis tools, forecasting models, and
procedures to make data useful for planning and management of transportation systems
and services. Identified needs also included more efficient and effective data collection
methods, and improved data access — archiving in useable formats, web-based data
access, sharing of data across jurisdictions and agencies, and maintaining long term trend
data.

The task force has invited the chairs of some 50 committees, sections and group to review
the preliminary grouping and themes on July 10 at the TRB Summer Conference in La
Jolla, California.
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XIll. Technical Activities Council Provides Guidance on Section and
Committee Paper Awards
